Chinese students, on the other
hand, rely heavily on family support with 60% of them receiving financial assistance from their families, compared to
25% of American students. Scholarships and part-time jobs are less common for both groups of students and are
only relied on by a small percentage.

The difference in the financial sources of American and Chinese college students can be attributed to several factors.
